Principal’s Message

“Take the challenge, make a positive difference, and strive for excellence”

It is my pleasure to welcome you to what will be an exciting 2009-2010 school year at the home of the Thundering Herd. The
Elk Grove High School staff and I are looking forward to greeting your son and/or daughter when school starts on August 17,
2009.

I am proud to announce that Elk Grove High School earned national and state awards for being a top academic performing
high school. We have earned these distinctions because of our outstanding students, staff and parents/guardians. THANK
YOU! For a fourth consecutive year, EGHS was selected as one of “America’s Best High Schools” which represents the top
5% of schools across the nation based on the number of students taking Advanced Placement tests according to Newsweek
magazine.

This past May, our school was awarded “double” California Distinguished High School award. Only 125 high schools in
California received this prestigious recognition. State Superintendent of Public Instruction Jack O’Connell said, "California
Distinguished Schools must meet the challenge of providing all their students with a rigorous education and to fully prepare today's students for success
in postsecondary education or the workforce. In addition, these extraordinary middle and bigh schools bave shown they are able to increase the
achievement of all their students and have provided evidence that they are closing the achievement gaps that, unfortunately, exist at many schools. The
Distinguished Schools program always identified schools that are leaders in academic achievement. 1t now also recognizes schools that are leaders in
helping all students succeed, and highlights the best practices that are effective in closing the gap."

The selection process required us to provide a description of two “signature” practices that are directly related to the success
of students. Two years ago Elk Grove High established a College and Advanced Placement (CAP) department which is
the first signature practice we identified as having helped narrow the achievement gap on our campus. The department
oversees all of our advanced and college-credit courses; this encompasses honors, Advanced Placement, and ACE classes.
ACE is an acronym standing for Accelerated College Entrance, which is the title of a partnership between California State
University Sacramento and participating high schools, in which students take accredited courses at their high school while
enjoying all the benefits of being a Sac. State student, including earning transferable college credit for $5. In 2008, 1 out of 3
seniors earned college credit. During this economic time of rising tuition fees, our school hopes to increase the number of
students earning college credit while enrolled at EGHS.

The Student Leadership Program at Elk Grove High School is the second signature practice effecting the positive change
on campus that we see validated in our ever narrowing achievement gap. While most schools of our size have a leadership
program of some sort, the singulatly unique aspect of our program is that our leadership program is entirely organized and
implemented by students for students. We know that teenagers are more influenced by peers than any other group; therefore,
when activities, practices, and traditions originate from the student population, rather than get directed at them from adults,
their impact is poignant and personal. It is through our student leaders that EGHS is a welcoming, positive, and productive
campus.

State Superintendent of Public Instruction Jack O'Connell also recognized 6 California high schools for theit exemplary Cateer
Technical Education (CTE) programs. The CTE California Distinguished School award was given to Elk Grove High for
our exemplary CTE programs: Agriculture Academy, Technology and Digital Arts Academy, Food & Nutrition, and
Automotive.

School Loop

academic success, improve school to home communication, and to publish grades. Many of you may be familiar with School
Loop if your son or daughter attended Kerr Middle School.

Budget Cuts....it is not business as usual

Budget cuts to the California public school system are forcing school districts to make decisions which ultimately impact Elk

Grove High School.

1. Reduction in funding for school supplies. We will use Telephone Autodialer, School Loop and our school website as
primary means of communication to reduce paper, printing and postage expenditures.

2. Elimination of the Extended Day and Summer School programs beginning this September. It is imperative that
students pass all classes since other opportunities to recover credits will be reduced if not eliminated.

3. Elimination of block grants for: Arts, Music and Physical Education Equipment and Supplies, Instructional Materials,
Library, and Technology. The programs and departments will continue without these additional funding sources to
purchase supplies and equipment or pay for extracurricular opportunities.

4. Reduction of GATE funds. All GATE programs will continue with a reduction in supplies, equipment and

extracurricular activities.

Continuous academic improvement...our ongoing work

The awards we received this past year are a validation that our work in and out of the classtoom IS making a difference in
student achievement. We will continue to focus on the following schoolwide areas which support the district’s Bold Goals.

1.

Close the achievement gap between African-American and Hispanic subgroups and their higher performing
peets. Rationale: EGUSD’s Bold goal #1 states that 100% of students will score proficient or advanced in math and langnage arts as
measured by the California Standards Test.

Close the achievement gap between males and their outperforming female counterparts. Rationale: EGUSD’s Bold
Goal #3 states that 100% of students will be college or career ready. Males trail bebind their female counterparts in attaining the
UC/CSU A-G requirements.

Facilitate the acquisition of English language to support English Language learners across the curriculum. Rationale:
EGUSD’s Bold goal #1 states that 100% of students will score proficient or advanced in math and language arts as measured by the
California Standards Test.

Increase career and vocational education opportunities to better inform students about the options available to them
and the impact that their choices have on their future plans. Rationale: EGUSD’s Bold Goal #3 states that 100% of
students will be college or career read).

Expand Advanced Placement and A-G academic success in order to prepare students for post-secondary educational
opportunities. Rationale: EGUSD’s Bold Goal #3 states that 100% of students will be college or career read).

Continue developing, utilizing, and implementing technology to promote the academic success of all
students. Rationale: Improve home school communication by increasing the number of staff members utilizing web pages to post
assignments and grades.

The endless forms to
fill out, homework assignments to complete and those
back-to-school jitters can make students feel overwhelmed.
But Renaissance is here to make students’ lives easiet!
Renaissance gives hardworking students a break.
Renaissance can provide a student with more time to work
on homework assignments, an extra restroom pass when
needed, or even discounts at the student store.

To sign up for Renaissance, students bring their ID card to
the senior steps at lunch on Aug. 31, Sept 1, and Sept 2.
Those students with a GPA of a 4.0 or higher qualify for
the Gold Card, students with a GPA of 3.6-3.9 qualify for
the Blue Card, those with a GPA of 3.0-3.4 quality for the
Silver Card and students with a .5 increase in GPA qualify
for the White Card. Renaissance students get a “SMART
card.” This SMART card is shown to the teacher when the
student would like to redeem a reward. A better GPA
means more points on the SMART card which then means
more rewards. So don’t forget to sign up!
