
     As you may know, our school improved its Aca-

demic Performance Index (API) from 838 in 

spring of 2007 to 854 in spring of 2008!   We 

are so proud to be well above the stateõs per-

formance target of 800.  Schools throughout 

California are also ranked in two other waysñ

óStatewideó and òSimilar Schoolsó rankings, 

which compare a schoolõs performance relative to 

other California schools.  The òstatewideó ranking 

is a comparison to all schools statewide.  The 

òsimilar schoolsó ranking compares a particular 

schoolõs API to those of the 100 schools state-

wide òmost likeó the school according to various 

socioeconomic and other characteristics.  Each 

schoolõs ranking is defined by a number (or deci-

bel) from ò1ó (the lowest) to ò10ó (the highest).  

We received a òstatewideó ranking of ò9ó, up 

from a ranking of ò8ó last year, which means that 

our API performance is comparable to that of 

the highest 20% percent of schools in California!  

Our òsimilar schoolsó ranking is also a ò9ó, up 

from ò8ó last year!  I am so proud to share this 

wonderful news with you!  We truly do have a 

special school here at Hein!
