Our Vision Statement 

Arlene Hein Elementary School creates, optimizes 

and promotes academic excellence, confidence and 

character in ALL students, and provides them with a 

safe, positive and equitable learning environment in 

which to grow. 

In a district as diverse as ours, there are many needs to be met to serve our students.  Those needs include 
providing approximately 36 minutes of English Language Development to students who are developing their 
proficiency with speaking, reading, and writing English.  Additionally, this includes offering support to those 
who are fluent English speakers who could use additional support or enrichment in an academic area.  We 
plan to begin this instructional time, called “What I Need” or “WIN” time, within the first week of school.  Dur-
ing this block of time (8:00-8:36 daily, Monday—Thursday), there will be ELD curriculum and instruction for 
those students who are English Language Learners.  In addition, supplemental instruction will be given to 
English only students.  After assessing the needs of English only students, they will be grouped to meet their 
individual learning needs.  This block of time may include support in reading comprehension, fluency, or 
math fluency, as well as support for GATE/Accelerated students.  This 36 minute block of time will in no 
way impede upon the core curriculum which will continue to be taught during the school day.  Your 
child’s teacher can offer further explanation about the specific support which will be offered to your 
child.  We are proud to provide individualized instruction to meet the needs of all our students! 
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that your kids will be so proud to 
show off their dad, and that you will 
help to keep our campus safer with 
your presence!
