EXTENDED ABSENCES DUE TO VACATIONS

circumstances require you to pull your student out of school, please make every effort to
plan any family vacations during the summer or holiday breaks.

Because family vacations are defined by California Education Code as unexcused
absences, teachers may elect to provide make up work for the student, although they are
not required to do so. In the event that students have two or more concurrent weeks of
unexcused absences, they will be dropped from their school and will need to reenroll
upon their return.
