HEAD LICE 
It’s that time of year when we have unwelcomed 
visitors—head lice—in our Elk Grove area schools.  
Anyone can get lice.  An old saying goes, “It’s no 
disgrace to get lice, but it is to keep them.”  The 
problem is that lice are more of a nuisance than a 
real health hazard.  However, they need to be 
controlled.  To do this we need your help as par-
ents to periodically inspect your child’s hair.  Head 
lice cannot jump or hop, but are transmitted by 
combs, brushes, scarves, hats, caps, etc., or very 
close personal contact.  If you suspect head lice in 
your family, every member of the household 
should be checked.  Unless every head within the 
family is free from lice and their eggs, lice will 
continue to exist and multiply. 
  
Head lice are tiny bugs (about 1/8 inch long) that 
live on the hair or scalp.  They are transmitted 
from one person to another by direct contact or 
on shared combs, hairbrushes or hats.   They can 
be acquired from upholstered furniture and bed-
ding.  Head lice require frequent meals of human 
blood; lice that have fallen off the person will die 
at room temperature (68 to 70 degrees) usually in 
three days. 
  
People can have head lice for a period of time and 
not know it.  It takes about ten days for the nits 
(eggs) to hatch .  If you think you or your child 
have been in contact with a person who has head 
lice, check the heads of all those exposed for 10 
days. Check around the base of the neckline and 
ears.  It is easier to see the nits in sunlight (nits 
are about 1/16 of an inch in size.) 
  
Following is a check list that you will need to fol-
low to help your child get rid of the lice 
(pediculosis) if he/she should acquire them: 
 
Purchase an over the counter pediculicide (lice 
shampoo), or consult your physician for a recom-
mended treatment.  Please follow lice shampoo 
directions carefully. 
 
After shampooing, scrape by hand each of the tiny 
eggs off the hairs.  A good light is needed to see 
them.  A fine tooth metal comb will help remove 
the nits. Nit removal is very important,  as the 
shampoo does not always kill all the eggs still on 
the hair.  While it is easier to remove nits from 
shorter hair, it is not necessary to shave or cut the 
hair. 



 Wash the child’s clothing and bed linens in hot 
water and dry on the hottest dryer cycle appropri-
ate.  All personal clothing, bedding, pillows, 
combs, and brushes should be washed in very hot 
water followed by a hot dryer. Vacuum furniture 
and carpeting where the child has rested or 
played. Seal non-washable items (stuffed animals, 
cloth toys, etc.) in plastic bags for two weeks. 
 
Repeat anti-lice shampoo treatment in (7-10) 
days.  The child does not have to remain home 
during this time.

DISTRICT INFORMATION 

Foggy/Adverse Weather  
Transportation Information 

 
Under foggy or adverse weather con-
ditions, school bus service may be im-
pacted, resulting in delays or cancella-
tions.  By law, school buses are pro-
hibited from traveling when there is 

less than 200 feet of visibility in each direction. 
 
The Transportation Department Safety Plan, in-
cludes “spotters” who live in various outlying ar-
eas of the district.  They report weather condi-
tions in the early morning hours if there is limited 
visibility or other adverse weather condi-
tions.  When visibility or conditions are reduced to 
an unsafe level, bus drivers will pull off the road-
way at the nearest safe location and may not pro-
ceed until safe.  The driver will notify the trans-
portation dispatcher regarding their location and 
estimated time of delay, who will in turn, notify 
the schools. 
 
On days when we are experiencing delays, par-
ents may check our “weather hotline” at 686-7733 
and select #3 for an update.  This information will 
also be shared on the district’s web site, and the 
media will be notified when appropriate.  Please 
remember, fog levels vary greatly in our 
area.  While the sun may have broken through in 
your area, your bus may still be experiencing de-
lays. 

Stopping Cyberbullying – It’s the Law 
 

California begins the New Year with a law aimed 
at curtailing cyberbullying. Assemblyman Ted Lieu 
introduced Assembly Bill 86, which “adds cyber-
bullying to school disciplinary codes that previ-
ously defined bullying only in terms of direct 
physical or verbal harassment.” 
 
This bill is in response to the escalating issues 
with cyberbullying nationwide. At middle and high 
school sites - and even elementary sites - school  



administrators and counselors are seeking ways to 
reverse this cruel trend. Cyberbullying is when a 
child, preteen or teen is tormented, threatened, 
harassed, humiliated, embarrassed or otherwise 
targeted by another child, preteen or teen using 
the Internet, interactive and digital technologies 
or mobile phones. 

 
EGUSD has brought together an 
Internet Safety Task Force to address 
cyberbullying. One of the main Task 
Force goals is to develop a district 
wide program that embeds the ethi-

cal use of the Internet into the K-12 curriculum, 
with an initial focus on grades 4-6. 
 
Throughout the year, the task force and 2Web-
watchers will be providing the Elk Grove commu-
nity with resource links to educate our students 
on what digital citizenship means. For our first 
elementary level resource, we recommend reading 
advice on cyberbullying (http://www.mcgruff.org/
Advice/cyberbullies.php) posted to the 
McGruff.org (http://www.mcgruff.org/) website. 
The Shrink the Cyberbully game is appropriate for 
students in grades 3-6.

EGUSD to Offer Open Enrollment at 
Eleven Middle and High schools 

 
The Elk Grove Unified School District is accepting 
applications from district students who wish to 
apply for Open Enrollment at eleven EGUSD mid-
dle and high schools. 
 
Six middle schools will offer Open Enrollment: 
Harriet Eddy, Samuel Jackman, Joseph Kerr, Eliza-
beth Pinkerton, James Rutter and T.R. Smedberg. 
 
Five high schools will offer Open Enrollment: Co-
sumnes Oaks, Elk Grove, Florin, Laguna Creek and 
Valley. 
 
Open Enrollment applications for students cur-
rently enrolled in the 6th and 7th grades for the 
2008-2009 school year will be accepted for the  
 

following schools: Eddy, Jackman, Kerr, Pinkerton,  
Rutter and Smedberg middle schools. 
 
Open Enrollment applications for students cur-
rently enrolled in the 8th, 9th, 10th and 11th grades 
for the 2008-2009 school year will be accepted for 
the following schools: Elk Grove, Florin, Laguna 
Creek and Valley high schools. 
 
Students currently enrolled in the 8th, 9th and 10th 
grades for the 2008-2009 school year are also eli-
gible to apply for Open Enrollment at Cosumnes 
Oaks High School. 
 
To apply for Open Enrollment, parents/guardians 
should complete one Open Enrollment form for 
each student.  If applying to more than one site, 
parents/students will be asked to identify their 
first and second choice.  Copies of the form are 
available at schools, by calling the Secondary Edu-
cation office at (916) 686-7706 or online at 
www.egusd.net. 
 
Parents/guardians of students granted an Open 
Enrollment Transfer are responsible for providing 
transportation for the student to and from school.  
EGUSD will not provide transportation for these 
students.  In addition, Open Enrollment Agree-
ments only apply to the student submitting the 
application.  It does not include siblings. 
 
For students currently enrolled at a secondary 
school on Open Enrollment who intend to con-
tinue at their current school DO NOT need to re-
apply for Open Enrollment. 
 
The deadline for submitting the application is 5 
p.m. on Friday, February 13, 2009.  Late ap-
plications will not be considered.  Questions can 
be directed to the Secondary Education office at 
(916) 686-7706. 
 
No elementary schools are included in Open 
Enrollment for the 2009-2010 school year.

Can you recommend a kid-friendly power bar that 
tastes good? My son is quite a picky eater, but I 
want him to have a good snack between classes.

Dear Kathy: 
 
A healthy snack can be the key in helping stu-
dents stay focused during the school day.  Being 
hungry makes it difficult to concentrate on any 
task.  While we can’t recommend a specific power 
bar, we would encourage you to check the nutri-
tion facts labels on the foods your student is will-
ing to eat.  Some nutrition experts compare power 
bars to a candy bar since they are often high in 
fat and sugar.  While power bars provide vitamins 
and minerals, these same nutrients can be found 
in other foods with much less cost.  As a guide 
when reading the nutrition facts label, many ex-
perts recommend snacks not contain more than 
35% of the calories from fat, not more than 10% 
of the calories from saturated fat, and not more 
than 35% sugar by weight.  These are the same 
guidelines that the state requires schools follow 
for any snacks sold on campus to students.  For a 
list of foods that meet these guidelines, visit the 
districts website at: www.egusd.net/nutrition/
wellness.htm and click on “Snack Products”.
