(must meet Pell Eligibility as determined in FAFSA), and have demonstrated leadership commitment through participation in

community service, extracurricular activities, or other activities that reflect leadership abilities.

Requires Nomination Form and Letter, Personal Statement (essay), Recommendation Form and Letter, and official transcript. This is

a highly competitve process and students are urged to submit their nomination packets as soon as possible to ensure that their packets

are complete and meet all requirements.
